It offers the full suite of tools for interactive exploration, 
discovery and analysis. SIM connects directly to the UXT server via network connection.

Salient WebView (scheduled for release in 2008)
Salient WebView provides access to UXT through a secure, interactive web application developed by Salient Corporation. Users simply 
log in to Salient WebView in a web browser, and connect to UXT over an Intranet or Internet connection. The only software required for 
users is Internet Explorer® or Firefox with Internet Explorer tab add-in. 

Salient WebView allows users to drill down, navigate through UXT, create bookmarks, add measures, turn on graphs, and more using 
buttons and other simple controls. The look and feel is similar to Salient’s acclaimed Interactive Miner (SIM) so users can easily 
transition back and forth when in the office or working remotely.

Salient WebView provides several interactive analysis tools with capabilities similar to Salient’s famous Margin Minder user interface. 
These include drillable comparison, share, two way exception (scatter) and correlative time series modes. For a complete feature 
comparison, contact the Salient sales department.

Salient WebView requires Windows Internet Information Server™ (IIS).

i-Minder®

i-Minder delivers nearly identical 32-bit SIM access to UXT intelligence over an Intranet or Internet connection by opening a virtual 
window in a web browser. Like WebView, i-Minder runs over an Internet connection. However, unlike WebView, i-Minder requires a small 
application or “plug in” to run in a virtual window. i-Minder may not be available on all devices or in all security configurations.  

Customized Web Dashboards and Widgets
Salient can create customized dashboards of your organization’s key business indicators. Like Salient WebView, widgets and dashboards 
are available in the user’s web browser and communicate with the UXT Server through a secure web application. So, users can connect 
and view vital information over an Internet or Intranet connection. Salient dashboards are completely customized to present unique 
information from within your company’s web site, portals, or other web pages. For example, highlight unusual results or show color-
coded graphics for a quick glance at overall performance.

Load & Go™
Load & Go allows users to “load” a section of the UXT database on their computers and then “go” mobile. The resulting database is fully 
functional from anywhere, without any Internet or network connection. Users view and query the data through the SIM application.

In addition to SIM, the user machine requires the Salient UXT Server and Load & Go Client, which are provided in a simple installation. 
A Load & Go Replication Server also must be installed on a corporate server to manage and optimize requests from user machines.

Once installation is complete, users can run the Load & Go Client over a network or Internet connection to load data on their machines. 
Load & Go selectively grants access to different parts of the database to provide a customized, fully-secure system. 

The user can then run the UXT Server and SIM locally for a complete, stand-alone solution. No Internet connection is required.

Data updates are easy. Users reconnect over a network or Internet connection and get the latest information in just a few clicks. Load 
& Go automatically determines exactly which information the users need.
